What we’d like to do/questions we have:
In terms of teaching- 
What kinds of tools, software are people using, especially in terms of big data, AI, etc. Web-based tools for easier collaboration. Wenjie and a colleague teach LCA using their own software. Do other universities or research institutes use other software? (Wenjie)
Scott Matthews (CMU) has a folder of LCA materials, and he has the free LCA textbook (including a Chinese version!) (Yuan)
There is an article which compares LCA textbooks from perspective of someone who is knowledgeable and tries to make sense of them: https://onlinelibrary.wiley.com/doi/abs/10.1111/jiec.12955. Teaching resources right now is just a collection of textbooks and resources, but software isn’t necessarily reviewed to derive conclusions of pros and cons. Could we review this as well? (David) Did someone from the US EPA compare software a long time ago? (Wenjie)
FDA course will be online, they use OpenLCA, but won’t post OpenLCA use details (Yuan).
Do we want more people to do LCA by themselves? We should be clear on how to teach them. (Wenjie)
We wrote a paper about a MOOC (Coursera) course on LCA; I will share it (Yuan) https://www.lifecycleinitiative.org/wp-content/uploads/2012/12/2009%20-%20Guidelines%20for%20sLCA%20-%20EN.pdf.
An article about comparing different LCA software: Criteria for the evaluation of life cycle assessment software packages and life cycle inventory data with application to concrete. DOI 10.1007/s11367-016-1060-6 
Description of how you do LCA? What kind of software you use, what kind of method you use in your industry? Brief guideline for our website. (Haibo) 
We are not just LCA, so we have to think about social and economic aspects as well. (David)
My work is mostly policy-oriented and I’ve been doing training in different software (OpenLCA, GABi) and I hoped I could eventually say what each tool is useful or best suited for. Still hoping to continue on that journey. Hope to come out with a review. Even though I’ve taught GIS, I also hope to teach LCA. (Dunsin)
We could develop an assessment rubric, review the literature, to start a software review. (Cassie)
Does anyone know social LCA? (no…) we’re maybe not the best group for this… Allessandra (lastname) has been working on social LCA for many years.
How can social LCA be integrated into traditional LCA frameworks? (Wenjie)
Social LCA and LC-costing can be integrated using certain extensions. But they come with their own little assumptions and nuances. Software isn’t really currently capable of integrating these things. (David)
